Approve Operator License-Supervisor Parker moved to approve operator license for Cynthia Tyler. Second by Supervisor Dubanowich. Motion carried with a voice vote.

Adopt 2016 Budget-Supervisor Parker moved to adopt the 2016 Budget as proposed. Second by Supervisor Dubanowich. Motion carried with a voice vote.

Approve Bills-Supervisor Parker moved to approve payment of the bills and authorize the clerk to transfer funds from Gateway Community Bank to Advia Credit Union. Second by supervisor Dubanowich. Motion carried with a voice vote.

Adjourn-Supervisor Parker move to adjourn. Second by Supervisor Dubanowich. The meeting was adjourned.
